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Submission Requirements

To be considered, applicants must submit a complete application package postmarked no later than February 2, 2004.  Facsimile submissions will not be accepted, with the exception of faxed recommendations.  To facilitate review, the application package must be assembled in the following order: 

· Applicant Information—Sections I–VIII.

· Student Data— In an effort to determine the degree of applicant diversity, NASA is asking applicants to voluntarily complete and submit the Student Data sheet.  The Student Data sheet will not be used for selection purposes. 

· Statement of Goals—Provide a personal statement, not to exceed two pages, addressing your personal goals (e.g. graduate degree, career aspirations).  A description of supplemental information is encouraged (e.g. previous experience, related activities).

· Résumé—The student’s résumé should include education, relevant coursework, previous work or internship experience, significant accomplishments, and any other relevant information.  

· Recommendations—Two recommendations are required.  While it is preferred that the recommendations be included in the mailed application package, recommendations may be submitted by fax or mail.  All recommendations must be submitted by the application deadline, February 2, 2004.

· Transcript—An official, sealed university transcript indicating grades through Fall 2003 is required.  Include transcripts from each college or university attended.  University transcripts must be mailed separately by the university.
